Award will be presented at a ceremony during Disability Awareness Days at the University.

The MSU Academic Success Center seeks nominations from affected students for the
Distinguished Service Award. Winners of the award are selected by the Faculty Senate. Ms
McDonough is being honored for her work arranging specialized yoga and meditation programs for a
student injured in an automobile accident.

This
student was helped enormously by your expertise in the area of restorative yoga.”

Ms McDonough, an Adjunct Professor of Yoga in the University’s HPERLS Department, arranged
for her disabled student to work independently with Joyti Crystal, Director of the Starseed Center for
Yoga and Meditation in Montclair. Ms McDonough trained at Starseed and will be teaching an early
morning yoga and meditation class there beginning in May.
